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A) Assembly Talk
This is a 30-45 minutes talk presented by experienced Narcotics Officers from the Central Narcotics
Bureau. With more than 10 years' experience in fighting the drug menace, our officers are
passionate of their mission and are keen to share with the young generation the dire consequences
of drug offences. The talks, injected with visually impactful slides, are customised in terms of the
target audience to better relate the anti-drug messages to them. There is usually a guiz or
question-and-answer session at the end.

B) Sharing Session
Different from the Assembly Talk where our officers present to a large group of students, sharing
sessions are conducted with a smaller group. This allows our officers to better engage the
students at a more intimate level to facilitate more in-depth exchanges. We are also able to invite
ex-drug abusers to share at these sessions to reinforce the severe consequences of drug abuse.

C) Static Exhibition / 'Drug BUSters!'
To complement the talks, an exhibition is an effective way for students to internalise the anti-drug
message. The static exhibition comprises mock drug exhibits with explanatory texts on the types,
effects and penalties of drugs. 'Drug BUSters!', our latest PDE mobile exhibition bus brings with it
multi-media interactives and displays that make the experience of visitors
fun, yet thought provoking.
